President Ed Callahan called the meeting to order at 7:37 P.M.

Joel DuBow reported that the 

outdoor Masters/Open Championship was held at Widener University with approximately 160 

competitors. Ray Feick noted that the Master Regional indoor meet will be held at Prince George 

and the outdoor regional meet will be held at Howard University. 

 

Youth Athletics Report: John Barber gave an overview of the indoor and outdoor youth meets and 

championships. He also reported that the Association Junior Olympic Cross Country 

Championship is scheduled to be at Oakbourne Park. Mid-Atlantic is also hosting the Region II 

Cross Country Championships and it will be held at the Daniel Boone Homestead. He gave two 

dates for youth indoor meets as January 20

 and February 24

th
